On August 18 we celebrate the
centennial birthday of long-time
member Helen Runion . It has been
several years since Helen was able to
attend church in person, so you may
not know her. She is a soft-spoken
sweet woman who enjoys sharing
memories of her life in the Shenandoah
Valley.

Helen was born August 18 in her
parents’ home in a settlement called
Mechanicsville just outside of
Timberville. She attended a one-room
schoolhouse through at least the eighth
grade. She married Lawrence Runion in
1939 at the age of 18. The couple settled
into a small house on an apple orchard
where Lawrence worked as a laborer
and supervisor of the orchard.

Helen and her husband welcomed six
children into their home, four of whom
are still living. When the children were
old enough to go to school Helen
sometimes worked as a house cleaner
to earn a bit of money.

Lawrence passed away in 1986. Helen
continued living in the house her father
built from a Sears mail-order catalog
kit. In 2018 she fell and broke her leg
and was unable to remain in her home.
Since then she has lived in Accordius

Health nursing home in
Harrisonburg.

Helen enjoyed making family
favorite desserts such as peach or
cherry pie, Chocolate walnut cookies
and war cake—a cake that could be
made from ingredients available
during World War II.

Helen enjoys sharing memories of
her growing-up years. One story she
treasures is how her mother made a
card game that closely resembles
“Go Fish” for her family to play
when money was too short to buy
such a luxury. The family called the
game “Happy Family.” The cards
were made from old cereal boxes on
which her mother wrote names of
family members and animals that

players had to collect.

Helen isn’t surprised that she has
lived as long as she has. Her mother
lived to be 104. Her eyes are failing
and she can no longer read, but she
still tries to watch television. She has
weathered the pandemic well, but
she regrets not being able to spend
time with her family and friends. “I
miss going to church and
worshiping with people,” she says.
“So I just take one day at a time.”

We wish you could join us too,
Helen. But we want you to know
that we haven’t forgotten you!
